This handbook was created to provide you with some information about the BHHS band program.  Please read the entire handbook carefully.  When you have finished reviewing the handbook, copy the schedule of events onto the family calendar.  If you work, please make a copy of the schedule for your employer.  Finally, fill out the last few pages and return them within the first full week of school. Keep this document; you will need to refer to it throughout the year.

If you are new to BHHS please read this document with extra care. High school students are expected to be responsible young adults, and will be held accountable for everything this manual contains. It will take you less than fifteen minutes to read it, and can save all of us a lot of misery in the future.

Remember, I am here to guide you through your musical experience at BHHS.  My job is to make that experience fun and educational. This handbook is not intended to be a list of “do”s and “don’t”s, but a clear outline of information and expectations so that you can have a successful and enjoyable future with our band.

Classroom Expectations

Standards for Performance

1. Be on time.

2. Have pride in your appearance.  It is important to look professional.  Feel free to express your individuality during the normal school day, but do not show up to a performance with wild clothes, hair, or anything else that would cause distraction.

3. Make sure you have everything you need.

4. Maintain silence and listen while a member of the audience.

5. Stay for the entire program.

6. Help clean up/return equipment after the performance.
Syllabus & Curriculum
COURSE OFFERINGS

CONCERT BAND (grade 9-12): Concert Band is a non-auditioned ensemble for wind students looking to develop their instrumental techniques. Students will learn major and minor scales as well as techniques necessary for advancement. This band will work on beginning to intermediate high school band literature. During the fall semester, students enrolled in concert band are also required to participate in marching band (see marching band curriculum). Exceptions to this requirement will be made on a case-by-case basis with the instructor’s approval.
This group performs 3-4 concerts each year and participates in large group festival.  
SYMPHONIC BAND (grade 10-12): This ensemble is for more experienced musicians, grades 10-12. Enrollment in symphonic band is contingent upon successful audition and continuous enrollment. This group strives to build highly developed technical control of an instrument and continues to build basic musicianship skills including theory and ear training. During the fall semester, students enrolled in concert band are also required to participate in marching band (see marching band curriculum). Exceptions to this requirement will be made on a case-by-case basis with the instructor’s approval.
This group performs 3-4 concerts each year and participates in large group festival.
JAZZ BAND (grade 9-12): This group explores various styles of jazz and swing music. This class is meant to be an additional opportunity for musicians already enrolled in the concert or symphonic band classes and are members of the marching band. This class meets daily at 6:40 a.m. as a zero hour class. Unexcused absences and repetitive excused absences will warrant student’s removal from this ensemble. Membership in a school music class is a requirement for drummers and wind players. Piano, bass, and guitar players will receive some preference for playing in a school music class. Members must audition every year. This group performs at concerts, festivals, dances, and community events. Participation in regional jazz festivals is a required part of this class. Members of this group may need to participate in additional fundraising to meet the added costs of travel. Successful auditions will require a mastery of all 12 major scales, some improvisation ability, and some knowledge of jazz players and styles. 
This group performs 3-4 concerts each year and participates in 3-4 jazz festivals. Additional performances may be required with advanced notification from the instructor.
MARCHING BAND (grade 9-12): The competitive marching band performs pep band music and half-time shows at all home football games, and it participates in three marching competitions during the first quarter of the school year. This group meets twice each week outside of class for rehearsals and is comprised of symphonic band, concert band, and percussion ensemble members. Commitment for the BHHS Marching Band includes summer Band Camp, held the August 4-9, and marching rehearsals, held Monday and Wednesday evenings (5:30 – 8:30) from September through early November. Members of the band and percussion programs who cannot march because of a school-related conflict must complete additional requirements to make up their fall band and percussion grade.  See non-marching band members below.
This ensemble performs at all home football games and three competitions in the fall.
COLOR GUARD: The BLACK HILLS HIGH SCHOOL COLOR GUARD is composed of members of the BHHS student body. The BHHS Guard operates as a part of the BHHS Marching Band. The Guard provides half time entertainment at home varsity football games, and participates as a part of the marching band in four marching competitions in the fall. Commitment for the BHHS Color Guard includes summer Band Camp, held August 4-9, and marching rehearsals, held Monday and Wednesday evenings (5:30 – 8:30) from September through early November. Separate rehearsals for the Color Guard may also be held.
This ensemble performs at all home football games and three competitions in the fall.
BASKETBALL PEP BAND: Members of Symphonic Band, Concert Band, and Percussion Ensemble show support for our women’s and men’s basketball teams by performing at home games. Each band member is required to perform at 8 of the 10 scheduled basketball games.  You may choose not to attend any 2 games.  Please let me know in advance if you will be taking the night off.  If you choose to perform at more than 8 games you will receive extra credit. Playoff and State games are a separate matter and will be dealt with if and when our teams qualify.
Non-Marching Band Members

Symphonic Band, Concert Band, and Percussion members who do not participate or are not selected for the BHHS Marching Band must complete four projects to earn credit during fall quarter.  If a student attends all football games as an active member of the Pep Band, they will only be required to complete two other projects.  The following are some ideas:  

· Audition for All-State (WMEA application fee will apply)

· Transcribe a Solo (Jazz) - Can be presented on tape or live.

· Write a 3-page paper on a musician (must follow MLA Format)

· Write a 2-page review on a live musical performance (can not be a school performance)

· Develop your own small wind group or Jazz Combo (each piece of music is one project)

PRIVATE LESSONS: Private lessons are the key to developing an outstanding musical organization. Students who study their instruments privately with a professional demonstrate rapid improvement in individual musicianship. As these students improve, their excitement about practicing and performing increases, they continue to improve, and they contribute to the overall success of the band.

Private instruction has a great impact on the individual student and the whole band program. Mr. Landowski will assist you if you need help selecting a private instructor. The key to success is starting as soon as possible . . . SO START NOW! See the website for a list of private teachers.
PERCUSSION STUDIO

MEETING TIME: 4th period, daily. Full year enrollment required, unless instructor approved. 

REQUIREMENTS: Students provide personal sticks and mallets for personal use: 1 pair of concert snare sticks, 1 pair marching sticks, 1 pair of general timpani mallets, 2 pair of medium yarn marimba mallets, 1 pair of hard rubber mallets, 1 pair of acrylic xylophone mallets, 2 - #2 pencils. 1 – 2” three ring binder and 1 package of dividers.

CLASS DESCRIPTION:  The percussion studio class is designed for percussion students only. All percussion students must register for this class, unless the student has written instructor permission not to.

     The percussion studio is a quick-paced musical environment that is designed to offer every percussion student the opportunity to further develop individual percussive skills, ensemble techniques, and develop an understanding of music theory and music history as it relates to percussion. This class explores the language, skills, and materials of an artistic discipline. 

COURSE SYLLABUS:

MARCHING PERCUSSION: Students enrolled in the percussion studio class during the fall quarter make up the marching percussion aspect of the Black Hills High school competitive marching program. Individual instrumental placement in the marching percussion section is chosen by audition only.

PERCUSSION ENSEMBLE: Percussion students are divided into different percussion ensembles based on skill level and experience to allow every percussion student the opportunity to showcase skills they have either developed or skills that are in the process of being developed. Each percussion ensemble performs appropriate percussion literature as a stand alone music ensemble. Placement into any of the percussion ensembles is done by either instructor approval and/or audition process. 

SYMPHONIC BAND/CONCERT BAND PERCUSSION: Through out each quarter, percussion students will be assigned symphonic band and concert band percussion parts. Percussion students are required to produce the percussion part given and perform the percussion part to receive a passing grade for the assignment. Class time will be used for rehearsal, not practice.  

 

GRADING: Students will be graded on the following in addition to the program grading policies.


1. Attendance and Participation.

2. Adequate preparation of ensemble repertoire and percussion assignments.

3. Participation in discussions during rehearsals indicative of reflective analysis of performance and understanding of the cultural, historic, and gender contexts of the works performed.

Grading
The grading system is outlined below.  Grading in the BHHS band program is 100% mathematics. Your grade is never based on attitude, effort, or any other nebulous qualities that allow teacher bias. All grades are based on your successful completion of assignments, tests, rehearsals, practice charts, and performances. There is no wizardry or magic involved in the calculations. Simply be on time, do the work, and you will earn a good grade.

If you have questions about your grade at any time, please ask. If you are struggling with something, ask for help. Please don’t wait to ask for help until it may be too late to resolve your situation.

30% - Attendance and participation in band performances.  This portion of your grade is influenced primarily by your punctuality and proper attire.

Performances - On time and properly dressed with all necessary equipment = 100% “A.”  

· Late = 75% “C” - Don’t let this happen to you, be early.
· Lack of proper equipment (music, instrument, etc.) or uniform unacceptable = 50% “F”

Plan ahead and always double-check that you have everything you need. Please note that a wrinkled or dirty uniform, socks of the wrong color, or pants of improper length all constitute an unacceptable uniform.  

Band concerts, competitions = 200 points, football/basketball games = 100 points.  

In the unlikely event that someone is sent home early from a performance or practice for disciplinary reasons, the individual(s) concerned will earn a zero for that event.

Performances can only be excused for serious illness and family emergencies.  Other excuses will be considered on a case-by-case basis. If you must miss a performance, I must have written notice signed by your parents at least two weeks in advance.   If you fail to provide this notice you will receive an “F” (0%) for that performance.  Please check your calendars in advance, because I will be very strict.

If you provide written notice at least two weeks in advance, your excuse will be considered by the director, and you may be excused from that performance.  You will not receive points for being there, but those points will not be included in your total possible points for the quarter.  This will make the rest of your performances count for a greater percentage of your grade, so plan ahead.

Emergencies will be considered on a case-by-case basis.  If you are sick, make sure you bring a note.  In any event, I must receive a telephone call or voice message before the beginning of the performance.  Sickness will not be excused without a phone call.  My voicemail is available 24 hours a day at the school 709-7837.

Note: Having to work is never an acceptable excuse for missing rehearsals or performances.  Give a copy of the calendar to your employer now so that problems can be avoided later.  Insist on getting days off when you need them.  Employers will usually work with responsible employees who give them lots of notice; they want to keep their good workers.

30% - Tests/Quizzes- Playing tests will be administered every 1-2 weeks. During marching season this will include having music memorized for the marching show. All playing tests are worth 10 points. Playing tests are evaluated in the following areas: Tone/Playing Position, Rhythm/Time, Notes, Articulations, Appropriate Speed.


If you are unhappy with your grade on any playing test, you will be able to make it up for a higher grade within one week. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to make the test up outside of class within one week of your return to school.

Quizzes concerning basic musical terminology and theory will be administered as needed. Quizzes are also worth 10 points. Quizzes cannot be repeated for a higher grade. If you miss a quiz due to absence, you must make it up within one week.

30% - Individual Practice - Practice outside of class is essential for you to have a positive experience in band. Practice charts will be given out during the first week of school, and will be due each Friday, starting with the first full week of school.  Be careful about recording your practice and turning in your sheet each week.  This is where most students lose a lot of points. Grades for practicing are outlined on the practice chart.

Late practice sheets will not be accepted unless the student misses the entire school day on the due date. In this case the practice sheet will be due immediately upon the student’s return to school.

Remember that how you practice is at least as important as how much you practice. Make your time count. Check out the “practice tips” section of the handbook.

10% - Written Assignments - Written assignments will primarily focus on musical concepts such as counting rhythms or understanding key signatures. All written assignments will be graded on a 10-point scale. Late assignments will not be accepted.

Music
The band will provide music for students to play throughout the year. It is each member’s responsibility to obtain their own music from the librarians and to take care of that music until it is turned in. Do not share music with someone else. Do not trade music with anyone else unless instructed to do so by Mr. Landowski. Feel free to write in pencil on the music to improve your performance. Please keep the music in a flip folder or music folder to keep it from being wrinkled and/or torn. Never write on the music with ink.  

If you lose your music, see a librarian. For each piece of music that is lost or damaged, there will be a $5.00 fine charged to the student’s ASB band account. If you lose your music, don’t pretend that you have it. You’ll have to pay the fine eventually, so let someone know right away so you can have music to practice at home.  “I never got that one,” will not be accepted as an excuse.  If you’re absent, see a librarian immediately upon your return.

You will need a copy of the method book, “Foundations for Superior Performance,” to use in class. You will need this book for all four years at BHHS.  It is your responsibility to bring it to class each day, and replace it if necessary.

You will also need to download a copy of the rhythmic warm-ups from our website and have it ready for use in class.

Some chamber music for solo & ensemble can be checked out for free.  See Mr. Landowski.

Performance Attire
Each student is responsible for being in the proper attire for each performance.  You are a representative of our school and of our community every time you appear in public.  Make sure your appearance and behavior reflect that responsibility.

Marching Band - Each band member will be issued a full uniform (jacket, pants, hat, gauntlets, gloves) at the beginning of the year, and a $15.00 uniform fee will be collected. Students must provide black socks and black marching shoes.  Shoes can be ordered through the band and will cost $27.00.  They are great shoes and last for a long time.  If you already have marching shoes from last year, you do not need to buy them again. If you are new or have grown out of your old shoes, fill out the order form in the back of the handbook and return to Mr. Landowski as soon as possible with your check

Keep your uniform as clean as possible. You are responsible for looking professional at all times.  If your uniform becomes dirty, have it dry cleaned before the next performance. If it needs to be ironed, use a low setting with a damp cloth between the iron and the uniform. Never throw your uniform in the washing machine or place an iron directly on the fabric.
Keep your entire uniform on and buttoned up whenever you are wearing it in public. We want to look as professional as possible. 

Pep Band - The uniform for pep band will be the band T-shirt or sweatshirt ordered at the beginning of the year. You will need to wear your T-shirt or sweatshirt to all football and basketball games. Family members are welcome to purchase shirts as well. Fill out the apparel form in the back of the handbook and turn it in with your check.
Concert Season  - Males will need to purchase a white tuxedo shirt, a black bow tie, black slacks, black socks, and black dress shoes. Females need to wear a solid black full-length dress with black shoes. You must be wearing the proper attire to perform and receive credit.  If purchasing concert attire presents a financial hardship, please see me privately during the first month of school.
Use of School Instruments

Some members of the band will need to rent school instruments because these instruments are not available to rent from music stores or because they are prohibitively expensive. The cost of using a school instrument is $22.50 per semester. A rental contract must be filled out and returned with a check to BHHS. See Mr. Landowski to rent a school instrument.  

All school instruments should be in good condition when you get them. As you know, these instruments can be very expensive to purchase (tuba = $5,000.00) and repair so I ask that you are very careful with them, and maintain them like they are your own.

All costs associated with the maintenance and repair of school owned instruments are the sole responsibility of the person renting the instrument.
The school does not provide oil, grease, swabs, or other supplies necessary for the maintenance of the instruments.  These can be purchased at any music store.
BAND OFFICERS
Student leadership is a necessary part of the success of the BHHS bands. Officers are elected at the end of each year for the following year and they will have regular meetings as determined by the director. Each officer has a set of responsibilities as outlined below:
President 

Conduct meetings, offer suggestions, inform director of officer decisions

Act as band representative for suggestions or complaints to be transmitted to the director

Has the power to call emergency band officer meetings

Responsible for setting council meetings

Vice President 

Coordinate with Pit Crew members to organize loading/moving of equipment

Oversee the organization of social events

Take over for President as needed

Secretary 

Keep record of attendance and record minutes at band officer meetings, follow through on approved motions

Notify officers of the next meeting no less than 24 hours in advance

Organize thank you letters and posters as needed

Treasurer 

Help collect and write receipts for all money transactions

Maintain records of student ASB accounts

Librarians 

Organize and maintain all concert, marching, pep, and chamber music

Issue and collect music using file folders

Issue fines as needed to replace lost/damaged music

Track music checked out by chamber groups

Stamp and number all new music before filing

Historian 

Collect photos, articles, and other items pertaining to BHHS Band events and achievements and organize them in a scrapbook

Assemble slide show for end-of-year banquet if requested by the band officers
BAND ROOM EXPECTATIONS 
1.  Students are only allowed in the Band room when an instructor is present, or when specific permission is granted.
2.  Students can only use the Director’s telephone in an emergency or when working for the director. Using either the band or choir office phones without permission will result in detention time.
3.  Students must ask for permission to use the band room stereo 

4.  No Students are allowed in the band office unless invited in by Mr. Landowski or Mr. Mitchell.
5.  The choir room is used only by Mr. Landowski and Mr. Mitchell in split rehearsals during class time and will only be used with the approval of Ms. Alviar at other times.

6.  The PAC is off limits to all students unless being instructed by a staff member while in the area.   
7.  The Art POD is used upon director approval only.

8.  No food, drinks, or gum in the Band Room, Choir Room, Art POD, or the PAC.
  
TRIP EXPECTATIONS

1.  Report to the Band Room at least thirty minutes prior to trip departure time 

2.  Take the time to make a mental checklist of all necessary equipment:  instrument, music, reeds, oil, mouthpieces, black socks, dress shoes, other uniform part, etc. 

3.  The Percussion Section Leader is responsible for percussion equipment, including auxiliary equipment 

4.  Wind players are expected to assist the percussion section and Band Director with carrying equipment onto the buses or other vehicles.
5. Color Guard members are responsible loading and unloading of all their own performance equipment.

6.  When a chaperone, student, bus driver, or the Band Director stands in the front of the bus asking for your attention, you are to sit down, face the front, be quiet, and listen immediately! 

7.  Treat the bus driver, chaperones, student leaders, director and the bus with respect. No trash remains on a BHHS Band Bus when we unload!  EVER!  If you are responsible for damage or garbage on the bus, you will stay to clean all three buses and will be charged for the damage. 

8.  Students are expected to act maturely and in accordance with all school policies listed in the pages of their school handbook. Immediate action will be taken according to that handbook upon violation.
9.  Public Displays of Affection on trips will not be tolerated and will be dealt with in an efficient manner.. 
ATTENDANCE POLICY 

Normal class time will be subject to regular classroom and school district attendance policy.  Excessive tardiness or absenteeism may result in a student’s removal from advanced ensembles.

COMPETITIONS, FESTIVALS & OTHER PERFORMANCES

Excused absences are either pre-arranged or are caused by illness or family emergency. Unexcused absences will result in loss of travel privileges, and possibly ensemble membership. Additionally, absences will affect the student’s grade.  
MARCHING BAND REHEARSALS 
Students that miss rehearsals, excused or unexcused, and are deemed by the director to not be able to fulfill their obligation to the group as a result of the absences, will be removed, at the discretion of the director, from the group and join the non-marching members of the program.  
EARNING A BLACK HILLS HIGH SCHOOL ACTIVITY LETTER IN BAND
To earn a Band Letter, a Band student must do the following:
Basic Requirements:

1. Attend all scheduled concerts, competitions, festivals, and community performances with no unexcused absences.

2.  Enroll in Band or Percussion for both semesters
3.  Adhere to all School Policies

4.  Attend and Play in 9 of 10 Basketball games. 

Guard Requirement:

1. Attend all scheduled rehearsals, football games, and competitions with no unexcused absences.

2. Adhere to all School Policies
Point Requirements:

Total Points must be 140 or more

60- Marching Band (includes all rehearsals, Band Camp, Games, and Competitions)

60- 9 required basketball games

10- Audition to All-State, All Northwest, or WIBC Honor Bands

15- Be accepted and participate in All-State, All Northwest, or WIBC Honor Band

20- Participate in Solo & Ensemble Contest

50- Private Lessons (total number of lessons divided by 3 multiplied by 5, max 50)

30- Participation in extra-curricular district music ensembles

6 each- Playoff Games

Other- Approved exclusively by Mr. Landowski prior to activity.
A band or guard student may purchase a BHHS letter jacket and symbol upon receiving his or her initial letter. Hash bars are then presented each ensuing school year in which the letter requirements are fulfilled. Letters are presented in the spring semester.
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Lockers
Lockers appropriate to your instrument’s size will be provided. Make sure that your instrument and music are properly put away before you leave class. Please note that the school is not responsible for anything left in these lockers, and they should never be used to store valuable items.  Every attempt will be made to make your lockers as secure as possible. If your locker is not functioning properly, and you would like a new one assigned to you, please see me outside of class. Returning students will be assigned the same locker unless they request a different one. Please note that lockers in the band room are not private and can be opened at any time to search for music, instruments, or anything else.

If you have an instrument that will not fit in a locker (sousaphone) then see Mr. Landowski about assigning a specific spot in a practice room for you to keep your instrument.

Fund Raising and Student Accounts
In order for us to finance our activities, we rely heavily on fund-raising. It is expected that all members will help raise money for the good of the ensemble. Each band member will have an ASB fund-raising account maintained by the ASB Secretary, the band treasurer and Mr. Landowski. The more you sell or participate in car washes, etc., the more your account will grow. The cost of each trip and activity is calculated on a per person basis, and individuals are responsible for building their accounts to that level. The specific types of fund-raising will be determined jointly by Mr. Landowski, the class, and our parent organization. You may ask for a printed copy of your statement at any time.

Band costs are projected on the next page. Jazz band members should expect to raise an additional $200.00 each to pay for hotels, concert tickets, and jazz festival entry fees.

Some students do not wish to participate in fund-raising, and prefer to write a check instead.  Checks can be made out to BHHS and turned in to the ASB Office at any time. Make sure you always wait for a receipt when turning in money for anything and then show that receipt to Mr. Landowski or the band treasurer.
Costs Associated With Band
This is a shopping list to help you make sure you have everything you need.  These expenses are in addition to the expected funds that will need to be raised or paid for trips and activities.  This may seem expensive, but we work very hard to keep things as cheap as possible.  Many bands require members to pay or raise more than $1,000.00 per year.  Most of these expenses will only be required the first year.

Fines
At the end of every year, some band students are faced with school fines due to lost equipment and materials. Be aware of these most common fines: Locks ($10), sheet music ($5 per page), Flip Folders ($15), and instrument damage/repair costs beyond normal wear and tear.
Note: Those students utilizing multiple school instruments will only be assessed the $22.50 fee once per semester.
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BLACK HILLS ALLIANCE FOR MUSIC

The last three pages should be removed from the handbook. Return the apparel order form (everyone) and marching shoe/uniform fee form (Marching Band only) with your check.  Please add the list of scheduled band events to your family calendar right away so that any confusion can be avoided.  Return the last page with your signature as soon as possible within the first full week of school.
FITTING BAND INTO THE FOUR-YEAR SCHEDULE 

With planning, the college-bound Band student should find little trouble fitting Band into his or her four year plan.  All academic coursework can be completed without sacrificing musical involvement in high school.  With any class schedule, choices will have to be made.  Some combinations are unfortunately impossible because there is a limit of schedule space.  It is best to look at the goal of the individual student and then weigh the options.  Many students enjoy four years of band and continue on to reputable colleges all over the country having met the higher institutions entrance requirements.  In fact, many colleges look favorably on applicants possessing 4 years of music and arts in high school.  Four Year Band students receive scholarship opportunities for their dedication as well.  Many colleges will give financial assistants to high school graduates who play in college band while they complete their major, whatever that major might be.  When considering the future, consider these facts:

----- In a study of medical school applicants, 66 percent of music majors who applied to medical school were admitted, the highest percentage of any group. Only 44 per cent of biochemistry majors were admitted. (Lewis Thomas, as reported in Phi Delta Kappan, February 1994) 

-----Students who study music scored higher on both the verbal and math portions of the SAT than non-music students. (College Entrance Examination Board as reported in Symphony, Sep-Oct 1996) 

-----It has been shown that high school music students have higher grade point averages than non-music students do in the same school. (Time Magazine June 11, 1999)
